 You have decided to apply for admission to Shippensburg University. Pick a 
major (a field of study, such as computer science or history), and then write a letter to the 
Admissions Office.

 Mention your secondary-school background, including  (a) your grades (marks) 
average, (b) extracurricular activities (secondary-school clubs, organizations, activities 
that you participated in), and  (c) your TOEFL score (if you have one). 
 Tell the admissions officer which major you are interested in. Request (1) more 
information about your degree program, and (2) a university catalog. 
 
 Your letter should be at least two paragraphs, for a total of about 75 words. DO 
NOT begin your letter with long introductions such as “It is a great privilege for me to 
write to you today...” etc.  Begin your letter with “Dear Sir/Madam:  I am interested 
in…” Make sure you specify which term you wish to being (for example, Fall 2005)
